90 SECOND PIZZA (1077 Wisconsin Ave NW) – Fast-casual pizzeria featuring traditional Neopolitan pizza, 
baked in a specially crafted oven made of volcanic lava stone from Vesuvio, Italy - in just 90 seconds! 

THE DOUGH JAR (1332 Wisconsin Ave NW) – DC’s first raw cookie dough operation has a menu of more 
than 10 flavors of cookie dough scooped into cups and cones, plus ice cream sundaes.

ROOTS (3259 M St NW) - The Canadian-based retailer sells apparel, leather goods, footwear and acces-
sories for men, women and children.

ARITZIA (3210 M St) – This innovative design house and women’s fashion boutique develops their own 
brands, treating each as an independent label with its own vision and aesthetic.
